Tour Itinerary



Day 1 :- Depart KLIA

Depart Kuala Lumpur International Airport.

Day 2 :- Arrival in Rio De Janeiro

Upon arrival in Rio de Janeiro, you will meet the driver and be transferred to the hotel.

Day 3 :- Rio De Janeiro

In the morning, be picked up from the hotel lobby, Go on a panoramic city tour of downtown Rio. Pass by the Ambadrome,
and the Metropolitan Cathedral. Acquaint yourself with the traditional Cinelandia Square, with its historical buildings, the
Municipal Theater, the National Library and the National Museum of Fine Arts.

Day 4 :- Rio De Janeiro

Day 5 :- Rio De Janeiro — Iguassu Falls (by local flight)

Early morning transfer to the airport to board a flight to Iguassu Falls (Brazillian Side). Upon arrival transfer from the airport to
the hotel, you will then head to the National Park of the Brazilian side of the Falls.

Day 9 :- Buenos Aires

Finally, arrive to the Plaza de Armas (main square) and visit
the Cathedral, the most important temple in the city.

Day 13 :- Cusco: Full Day Sacred Valley

After breakfast, you will head in the direction of the Maras salt mines, an amazing place where the finest salt in the world is
extracted: Maras salt. On the way, you will make a stop at the Raqgchi viewpoint, from where you will have an impressive view
of the Sacred Valley of the Incas. Then, you will visit the Misminay community. Upon arrival, the villagers will give you a warm
welcome with music and typical dances. There, you will be able to learn about the Andean families lifestyle, by sharing some
of their daily activities with them. Then, you will enjoy a delicious and traditional lunch prepared with local products. You will
continue with a visit to Moray, a fascinating archeological site with huge concentric terraces, which the Incas used as a
botanical laboratory.

Day 14 :- Sacred Valley - Machu Picchu — Aguas Calientes (by train)

Begin your full-day adventure with a scenic train ride aboard the Voyager or Expedition Train to Aguas Calientes, enjoying
stunning views of the Andean mountains, Vilcanota River, and charming villages along the way. Upon arrival, take a short
bus ride up to Machu Picchu, one of the Seven Wonders of the Modern World, where a guided tour will unveil the history,
mysteries, and breathtaking beauty of this ancient Inca citadel. After exploring its fascinating ruins, enjoy free time to wander,
take photos, or absorb the site’s spiritual energy. Later, return to Aguas Calientes for lunch and some leisure time to explore
the town before concluding the tour.
